When Using COOP Services the COOP Membership Card is

Necessary

@ You can settle an account with the COOP Membership Card, because it includes a

union card and prepaid card.

@ You can purchase books and stationery at a 10% discount and CDs and DVDs at a
15% discount.

@ If you lose your Membership Card, a reapplication fee of ¥200 will be assessed.

@ 1f you change your address please notify us immediately!

Point service according to the amount of payment

You receive 0.5 point per ¥ 100 used at cafeterias, or for buying food items at the shops.
Points can be redeemed as a “Point Service Coupon” issued for every 100 points, where
100 points = ¥ 100 coupon




Points are added when settling an account in cash, prepaid cards, and TUO cards.
“Point Service Coupons” can be used as cash vouchers

The Point service is valid only in purchasing foods and drinks.

“Point Service Coupons” must be used before their expiration date.

How To Use

1. Add money to the card

Money Adding Machines are at Cafeteria Renais, Chuo Cafeteria, Yoshida Cafeteria.
Adding money at a POS register is available in all shops.

2. Handle the card

You handle the card similarly to a prepaid card; just insert it into the card reader
installed in front of the register at each shop.

3. Check the balance

You can check the balance of prepaid money and points with the receipt issued at each
settlement at a POS register.

The balance of prepaid money can be checked on the displays of money adding
machines.

4. When broken

When the chip of the card is broken, please tell a clerk at the shops or the COOP Head
Office, and we will lend you a “temporary card” until a legitimate card is issued.

Reminder!
Please don’t confuse the Kyoto University COOP with the other COOPs located in
Kyoto called the Kyoto COOP. To use Kyoto COOP facilities, you have to apply for a
different membership card at those COOP shops.

The Student COOP Credit (Tuo) Card

The Tuo Card may be used whenever making purchases at any of the COOP shops and
cafeterias run at Kyoto University.
The card doubles as a Seikyo COOP membership Card and a credit card.

No Yearly Fees!
The Tuo Card requires no initial processing or yearly fees, when it is registered at Kyoto
University.

It's Easy To Use!

The card is simply scanned at the register when you make a purchase. Purchases under
¥ 3,000 do not even require the signature of the card holder. For purchases over

¥ 3,000, all that is required is your signature on the receipt of purchases.

Use Outside COOP-run ventures!
The card is also accepted at other shops which accept VISA cards. It can even be used
overseas! (which does not require extra processing fees!).

How to apply
Application forms are available, and can be processed at any of the student COOP shops.
Postal applications are also possible, and take approximately 1 month to process.

VISA 0120-919-456 (24 hours service)

Reimbursement for credit card abuse is guaranteed for up to 60 days prior to the report
of loss or theft.

About the Guarantor System When Looking for a “Room”

When you rent through COOP or a real estate agent, you are usually required to provide
a guarantor. A professor is usually better as a guarantor than your host family.
Inquiries can be made at your faculty office. Take your guarantor to the COOP or the
real estate agent. It is also a good idea to bring a Japanese person along with you if you
don’t feel comfortable enough with your Japanese. Please do not become upset if the
real estate agent is rude to you. Unfortunately, this may happen.

“Lodging” Rules and Regulations — Pay Attention to the Following!
1. Lodging Conditions
a. Make sure you understand and abide by the terms and conditions of the housing contract!
i. Period of the contract
ii. Rooms for single men, women or families, etc.
2. Expenses
a. In Japan, besides the actual rent, it is sometimes necessary to pay several other fees
including key money, a deposit, guarantee fee, recommendation fee and so on.
b. Room pricing will obviously differ based on room size. For example:
i. Single room (shared kitchen, bathroom): Approx. 25,000 — 30,000 yen/month
ii. Single room (one-room apartment): Approx. 55,000 — 65,000 yen/month
3. Other Relevant Information — Make sure to note:
a. How to use and pay for the electricity, gas and water.
b. How/When to throw away your garbage.

Make sure you are not excessively noisy and do not disturb the neighbors.

Although you may have to cover postage charges, using this sort of
service you are able to save on costs by cutting out the middleman.

It is Convenient to Cycle around Kyoto University

@ Bicycles are very useful for commuting to and around Kyoto University.

@ You can purchase both new and recycled bicycles at the building south of Renais in
the Western Hall of the Kyoto University COOP. There is also a repair corner
available. Used bicycles cost from 5,000 yen.

€ Don’t forget to register your bicycle against theft.

Procedures for Internet Registration

There are two main ways to use the internet: 1) Broadband internet at home, or 2)
Wireless internet. For both ways, please use the services at Shop Renais’s PC Center.

1. Broadband Internet Service at Home

@ Please visit the “Internet Advice Counter” At Shop Renais’s PC Center. Experienced
staff will help you with your internet questions. This service is only available for a
limited time, so please make use of it while it is available!

@ 1t will take time after applying for you to be able to use the internet (approximately
three weeks), so please apply as soon as possible.
@ It requires a monthly fee of approximately 4,500 — 6,500 yen.




@ Even after the “Internet Advice Counter” is no longer running, you can still apply for
internet.

2. Wireless Internet

€ We utilize a “b-mobile3G 55-hour package” (Japanese internet company).

€ You can use high-speed internet at your home or outside of campus using its PC-
USB interface.

@ All you have to do is buy the package! Once you buy it, you can immediately use the
internet.

@ You can then freely use these 55 online hours within the span of 120 days.

€ Once you have used all 55 hours, you can purchase a new license to extend your time
@ If you have any connection difficulties, there is telephone support available.

@ There are also products available for longer periods of time, such as 150 hours. For
more information, please visit the Shop Renais PC Center.

Take the things you are interested in and use them to create a good research
environment.

The Libraries at Kyoto University

The favorite place for most Kyoto University students to study is the library. There is
the main library on central campus, but also over 60 other smaller libraries around
campus.

Below is the information for usage of the main central library. Please refer to individual
libraries for more information.

The Student Media Center

€ Within each department, the head library, and the student media center, Kyoto
University students and faculty can freely use the computer facilities.

@ Before using these facilities, you first must register. At each department, there is a
bulletin board notice with detailed instructions on how to register.

€ Once you have registered, you will receive individual log-in information. You can
use this to freely use the internet, e-mail, and general computer services.

@ You can also use this log-in information to access your e-mail at home.

The COOP Book Center at Renais

We sell textbooks, reference books, and dictionaries useful to foreign students.

There are also many other books that will help you enjoy Japanese life. There is also a
foreign books corner.

If you are a COOP member, you receive a 10% discount on books (excluding foreign
books), and a 15% discount on CDs and DVDs. We can also order books if they are not
available at the store.

Used Book Resources

cheaper. Make sure you check a book’s condition (how dirty is it, how marked is it, is it
missing any pages) before purchasing. Also, depending on the store, the prices can be
different, so it is important to compare amongst stores. Below is a list of some used
book stores near Kyoto University’s campus.

@ Menu cards explain the food in English. Please place your order at the counter.
@ Please feel free to approach the cafeteria staff if you have any doubts.

@ Pay at the cashier after you have received your orders.

@ Please remember to bring the IC prepaid Card of your COOP Member Card when
eating at cafeterias.

The Animal Symbols on the Price Cards

Pictures of animals on the price cards show what sorts of meat are used in each food
item.

Halal Menu (Camphora, Central Campus Cafeteria)

Camphora and the central campus cafeteria offer menus using halal chicken for Islamic
students. The chicken has received halal certification, and the cooking utensils and
seasonings also follow halal specifications.

Finding a Job

As a foreign student, before finding a job you must first get a foreigner work permit
(you can apply for a work permit at Kyoto University, or at an immigration office. For
more information, please refer to your school’s guidebook or the office at your
department). You also must ascertain that your job will:

1. Pose no obstacle to your course of study
2. Not be related to the sex industry in any way

It 1s important that you obey these two rules. There is also a limit to how many hours
you can work.

Many foreigners take on custodial jobs and menial labor, but for students who wish to
improve their Japanese while working, we recommend jobs that promote more active
interaction with native Japanese speakers.

For example, if you work at a food shop, then you will have to take orders and speak
with customers. You’ll notice that the Japanese you learned at school and actual
conversational Japanese can differ sometimes. There may be some times where you will
make mistakes, but these also serve as valuable learning experiences. We strongly
recommend a job where you can hold conversations with Japanese people.

How to Find a Job
1. The Coop Bulletin Board
There is a job offers bulletin board in the first basement floor of the Clock
Tower building. When you are looking for a job, we recommend this as the first place to
go. You can also access it online at http://www.s-coop.net/arbeit

2. Job Classifieds Magazine

Many nearby convenience stores provide free job searching magazines such as
“Townwork™. You can search for jobs by district, so you should be able to find a job
close to your home.

3. The Internet

Searching the term “7" /L”XA K (part-time job) will get you many results, but
there are several unsafe jobs that may also appear. Please search for jobs with care when
using the internet.

The International Students Committee has some spaces for jobs as language
chairpersons and lecturers, so please also visit our site during your search for a job.



Cultural Exchange

Kyoto University Cultural Exchange Promotion Organization

This is an organization (also known as the “Cultural Exchange Headquarters™)
dedicated to decision-making related to the facilities used in Kyoto University’s many
cultural exchange activities. This organization designs and plans diverse directives for
the promotion of international exchange.

It provides support for foreign students and researchers seeking help with their
Japanese, as well as support for Japanese students studying abroad. For more
information or for assistance, please contact our offices. We are open every week from
Monday through Friday, from 9:00 — 12:00, and 13:00 — 17:00. The office is located on
the west side of the 1* floor of the Kyoto University Main Campus Cultural Exchange
Center (red brick building).

The Foreign Students Lounge Kizuna

Kizuna is a lounge dedicated to allowing foreign students and Japanese students
to meet and interact.

It 1s located in Yoshida Campus (on the main campus) in the southwest, to the
west of the Cultural Exchange Center (as seen on the map to the right). Among its
facilities are a library, audio room, and gathering space, where cultural exchange events
happen every month. Please come visit and see how fun it can be!

Other Useful Information

About The Train System

Many people use Kyoto’s train system to get around the city. However,
sometimes it is difficult to understand how to buy tickets or which train to ride. Here is
some information that will help guide you with getting around Kyoto.

The Different Types of Trains

In order of least number of stops, the types of train are the Limited Rapid
Express < Rapid Express < Semi-Express < Local. There are also other trains, but this is
the general order. The fewer the stops, the faster you can reach your destination.

The subway and monorail only have one type of train.

Useful Website: Ekitan (http://transit.ekitan.com/)

Just input your place of departure and destination, and it gives you information
on the estimated travel time, ticket prices, and the best way to transfer trains. You can
also input your desired departure or arrival times.

Surutto Kansai Tickets

“Surutto Kansai” are 1,000 yen prepaid tickets. You can buy them at ticket
counters by pressing the “K-card” button. These allow you to ride the trains without
knowing the exact ticket prices.

Note 1: If your prepaid card balance is too low, when you wish to leave a station, you
will first have to add the remaining amount at one of the machines by the gate. Once the
proper amount is on your ticket, then you can exit through the gate.

Note 2: You cannot use the Surutto Kansai on JR trains.

Going to the Movies: Nijo TOHO Cinemas

TOHO Cinemas is a very well-known cinema company that has been spreading
throughout Japan. When a new film is out, TOHO is usually the first to screen it. It is
also known for its high-quality video and audio.

Using the Student Discount

When you buy a ticket, if you show your student ID and your foreigner
registration card, then you can get a “Foreign Students Discount,” where you can see a
movie for only 1,000 yen. Also, if you make a members card, then for every 6 movies,
you get one free movie ticket. Highly recommended for all the movie fans out there!
